INCIDENT DESCRIPTION

On March 4th, 2026 at 11:55 a.m.,several units were dispatched to an "unconfirmed structure fire"
in the area of upper La Fonda Ave. Once on scene, E62 advised that they had smoke showing
from multiple eaves at the residence of 445 La Fonda Avenue, and upgraded the response to a
"confirmed structure fire."

Engines 61, 62, 63, 3523, 3560, 3513, Truck 61 and Battalion Chief's B61 and B60 arrived at the
scene to find gray smoke coming from the back of the structure and roof. Crews made quick
access into the structure, contained the fire to a single room and made a search of the interior. No
victims were found in the residence and the home was unoccupied at the time. Additional crews
checked for extension to other areas of the home and the attic, but all fire was contained to the
room of origin.

The Santa Cruz Fire Department would like to remind all residents to confirm the presence of
smoke detectors in every home and test them periodically to confirm proper function.
